CHANGING OF CLOTHING IN THE CAR PARK IS

NOT PERMITTED EXCEPT FOR SHOES AND WATERPROOFS

The Secretary/Manager and the Professional have authority to enforce this dress code.

Dress on the course must be proper golf attire.

The following are not permitted on the Course (excluding the green staff): -

Denim Jeans


Shirts without collars


Rugby or Football Shirts


T Shirts


Tracksuits


Non tailored Shorts


Trainers/deck shoes

The following requirements apply at all times:-

Gentlemen’s shirts are to be tucked into trousers

Trousers must not be tucked into socks unless over trousers are worn

Shorts must be tailored. 

Gentlemen’s socks worn with shorts must be either predominantly white ankle socks or knee length golf socks, with turnover tops

Hats must be worn in a conventional manner.

CLUBHOUSE DRESS CODE
